Personal Attire and Academic Apparel Do’s and Don’ts

e Do not iron your gown. Simply steam the wrinkles or hang it up.

e The mortarboard (cap) must rest flatly on the head with the
point coming directly in the center of the forehead. Tassels
must be worn on the right side of the mortarboard.

e You are allowed to decorate your cap!

e Only official honor cords and organization cords are allowed.
This includes PTK, SCE, and SKD and honor cords (white).

e Men are requested to wear dark (black or navy) pants, white
shirt, and optional tie. Please wear dark shoes and socks and no
sandals.

e \Women are requested to wear dark dresses or pants (cool
fabric), dark low heel or flat shoes. No high collars or bows at
the neck. Also, no corsages or jewelry on the robe.

o Allvaluables should be left with family members or guests prior
to arriving at check-in. Do not leave purses, keys, or other
personal items unattended. The college and the Alabama
Theatre are not responsible for items left at the event.
